Employment 
Compared to December, the January unemployment 
rate in Fairfax County increased 0.6 percentage 
point to 2.9 percent. The number of unemployed 
residents increased from 13,916 to 18,190. The 
County’s unemployment rate was down 1.6 
percentage points from January 2021.  

The seasonally adjusted unemployment rate in 
Virginia in January remained unchanged at 3.3 
percent.  The rate was down 1.5 percentage points 
from January 2021.   

The U.S. seasonally adjusted unemployment rate in 
January increased 0.1 percentage point to 4.0 
percent.  The rate was down 2.4 percentage points 
compared to a year ago. Total nonfarm employment 
increased by 467,000 in January, compared with an 
average monthly gain of 555,000 in 2021.

Case-Shiller Index 
Based on the latest available data, home prices in 20 
U.S. cit ies, as measured by the S&P Case-Shi l ler 
home price index, increased 19.1 percent for the 12 
months ending in January.  Home prices in the 
Washington Metropolitan area gained 11.2 percent 
during the same period, the lowest annual rate of 
increase among the 20 cit ies in the index.  Craig J.  
Lazzara, Managing Director and Global Head of Index 
Investment Strategy, said that, “The macroeconomic 
environment is evolving rapidly. Declining COVID 
cases and a resumption of general economic activity 
has stoked inflation, and the Federal Reserve has 
begun to increase interest rates in response.” He 
added that, “We may soon see the impact of 
increasing mortgage rates on home prices.”

The Consumer Confidence Index increased in March 
after decreasing in February. The index now stands 
at 107.2 (1985=100) up from 105.7 in February. The 
present situation component increased while the 
expectations component decreased. Lynn Franco, 
Director of Economic Indicators at the Conference 
Board, said that, “purchasing intentions for big-
ticket i tems l ike automobiles have softened 
somewhat over the past few months as expectations 
for interest rates have risen.” 
 
Consumer Price Index  
The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers 
(CPI-U) increased 7.9 percent in February over the 
last 12 months before  seasonal adjustment.  This 
was the largest 12-month increase since the period 
ending January 1982.  The core inflation rate 
excluding food and energy increased 6.4 percent. 
The increases were led by a 38.0 percent increase 
in gasoline costs, a 41.2 percent increase in the 
cost of used cars and trucks, and an increase of 7.9 
percent in food costs.  The cost of rental housing 
which makes up nearly a quarter of the index, 
increased 4.3 percent. 

The Federal Reserve Board’s target annual inflation 
rate is 2.0 percent.

Average Home Sales Prices 
The average sales price of al l  homes that sold in 
February 2022 in Fairfax County was $713,873, an 
increase of 8.5 percent over the February 2021 
average sales price of $657,717. The average sales 
price was up 0.7 percent compared to the 2021 
annual average home sales price of $709,136. 
 
The average sales price for detached homes that 
sold in February 2022 was $1,029,954, an increase 
of 10.8 percent over the February 2021 average of 
$929,980. The average sales price of attached 
homes increased 6.5 percent over the same period.

The number of active l istings for sale in the County in 
February 2022 was 531, a decrease of 44.9 percent 
from the 963 l istings in February 2021.  Based on the 
February 2022 l istings and the current sales rate, 
there is approximately a 0.6-month supply of homes 
for sale in the County, a decrease from the 1.0-month 
supply a year ago. 
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30-Year Fixed Rate Mortgages 
According to Freddie Mac, the average 30-year 
f ixed rate mortgage interest rate increased to 4.17 
percent in March, up from 3.76 percent a month 
ago.  A year ago, the average 30-year mortgage 
rate was 3.08 percent.
