* Require more rigorous tree condition assessment

* Add shade tree planting requirement

* Add tree preservation plan submittal earlier in review process
* Extend time that conservation escrow is held

* Enhance site inspections

* Require As-Built Surveys

* Track impervious cover over time: cumulative land disturbance
 Remove single family home exemption

e Add mitigation requirements (Focus on Sheet Flow & Overland Relief)
* Enhance coordination with VDOT
