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Department of Transportation Summary of Activities and Highlights
March 2017 through August 2017

Projects Completed and Under Construction

e Completed Projects: 23 projects were completed since March 2017, consisting of 17 pedestrian and bicycle
projects, four roadway projects, and two transit projects. These projects include two Transportation
Priorities Plan (TPP) projects that were approved by the Board on January 28, 2014. To date, 19 TPP
projects have been completed. In addition, three bus stop improvement projects and four Bikeshare stations
were completed.

Bicycle and Pedestrian Programs

The Board directed FCDOT to lead the effort to improve bicycle and pedestrian safety and mobility, including
constructing bicycle and pedestrian facilities in high-priority areas of Fairfax County. In 2006, the Board
endorsed a Ten-Year Funding Goal of $60 million for new bicycle and pedestrian projects. Through FY2020, the
Board has greatly exceeded this goal by selecting $314 million in high-priority bicycle and pedestrian
improvement projects.

o Pedestrian and Bicycle Access and Safety: FCDOT staff advanced the Fairfax County Pedestrian Program
by direct collaboration with other agencies and the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) for public
information meetings, such as the Hunter Mill Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC), the Fairfax Alliance
for Better Bicycling (FABB), the [-495 Tysons Pedestrian Bridge, the Innovation Station North Access Trail
Study, the Burke Centre VRE Phase IV Trail, the Georgetown Pike Trail and Sleepy Hollow Road sidewalks.

o Safe Routes to School: FCDOT has collaborated with Fairfax County Public Schools (FCPS), providing
funding to build sidewalks needed to connect neighborhoods to schools. FCPS staff provides FCDOT sidewalk
requests that would allow more children to walk to school. Projects are selected for funding based on FCPS
priority and site-specific engineering. FCDOT currently has four SRTS-funded projects under design, at Terra
Centre Elementary School, Flint Hill Elementary School, New Graham Road Elementary School, and
Westbriar Elementary School. The Board’s adopted Transportation Priorities Plan for FY2015 - FY2020
provided additional funding for 23 school-walking-route sidewalk projects totaling $22 million.

e Trails and Sidewalks Committee: FCDOT provided staff support to the Trails and Sidewalks Committee
which meets monthly. The committee is composed of representatives from across the County, including
representatives from Washington Area Bicycle Association, building industry, community associations,
equestrian clubs, Disabilities Services Board, and the Fairfax County and Northern Virginia Regional Park
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Authorities. The committee makes recommendations to the Board of Supervisors regarding pedestrian,
bicycle, and equestrian issues in the County.

e Yield to Pedestrians Fine Signs: Fairfax County is one of the few jurisdictions in Virginia allowed to
designate certain crosswalks for Yield to Pedestrians in Crosswalk $100 - $500 Violation Fine signs. As of
2017, FCDOT has installed and maintains over 2,000 of these signs at over 500 intersections.

e Education (Street Smart Media Campaign): FCDOT staff worked with regional partners on the Street
Smart Pedestrian and Bicycle Safety Media Campaigns. The twice-yearly campaigns utilized major-market
television and radio, print, and bus advertising to promote safety awareness responsibilities of drivers and
pedestrians in both English and Spanish.

o Enforcement: FCDOT staff worked with the Fairfax County Police Department (FCPD) which conducted
pedestrian safety enforcement in high pedestrian crash areas countywide. The FCPD conducts pedestrian
enforcement and public awareness through all district stations as part of annual traffic enforcement plans.

e Increase and Enhance Bicycle Parking: In July 2017, FCDOT added bicycle parking for 12 bicycles at the
Franconia-Springfield Metrorail Station Barry Road access point.

e Secure Bicycle Parking Facilities: The design of “Bike-and-Ride” facilities at Phase II Silver Line Stations
and at the Springfield Community Business Center Commuter Parking Garage is complete. The bike-and-ride
at the Wiehle-Reston East Metrorail Station continues to be heavily utilized (with 103 users) and the County
operates an additional bike-and-ride at the Stringfellow Road Park-and-Ride (with four users).

e Bicycle Route Signage-Countywide: Bicycle wayfinding was completed for the Franconia-Springfield
Metrorail Station, Annandale to the East Falls Church Metrorail Station, and along the Gerry Connolly Cross
County Trail from Route 50 to the Vienna/Fairfax-GMU Metrorail Station. FCDOT is continuing to expand
bicycle wayfinding in the County with projects guiding bicyclists from Annandale to Springfield, along the
Fairfax County Parkway, along the Historic Sully Cycle Tour loop, and between Tysons and the surrounding
neighborhoods.

e  Western Fairfax Historic Cycle Tour: Cycle Tour Map is complete and sign design has been finalized.
Printing of the route map is complete and design of the wayfinding is underway.

e Fairfax County Capital Bikeshare: Capital Bikeshare launched in Reston and Tysons on October 21, 2016.
15 of the 15 initial planned stations in Reston have been installed and 11 of the 14 initial planned stations in
Tysons. FCDOT staff is actively working on the implementation of the remaining three stations in Tysons.
Additionally, staff is finalizing the locations of Phase II of Reston Bikeshare which will add more stations to
Reston, with a majority of those stations being located south of the Dulles Toll Road.

e VDOT Repaving Program: FCDOT and VDOT once again partnered for a successful 2017 repaving program
which added over 40 lane-miles of on-road bike facilities, including more than 19 lane-miles of bike lanes
and two miles of buffered bike lanes. A large concentration of bike facilities were added in the Lee and
Hunter Mill Districts. In the Annandale area (Mason and Braddock Districts), the completion of bike lanes
along Hummer Road will complete a 5.3 mile on-road bike lane network that stretches from Braddock Road
to Route 50. Additional bike facilities were added in the Braddock, Dranesville, Mason, and Mount Vernon
Districts. In total, over 90 lane-miles of on-road bike facilities have been installed as part of this program
which includes 54 lane-miles of bike lanes.
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Capital Projects and Traffic Engineering Division

The Capital Projects and Traffic Engineering Division (CPTED) consists of the Capital Projects Section (CPS) and
the Traffic Engineering Section (TES). CPS is responsible for scoping new multi-modal transportation projects,
managing preliminary engineering plans and studies, and coordinating projects with VDOT, FHWA, WMATA,
DPWES, the Board, and the general public. TES is responsible for managing traffic issues related to signs, signals,
parking, traffic calming, and other residential traffic issues. TES partners with VDOT, the Board, homeowners
associations, and citizen groups to resolve issues and implement projects.

Capital Projects Section

e Project Scoping

On January 28, 2014, the Board adopted a list of approximately 220 transportation projects as part of the
Transportation Priorities Plan for FY2015 - FY2020 (TPP). Capital Projects staff is both scoping these
projects and managing many of the associated studies and preliminary designs. CPS continues to hold
periodic Initial Project Review meetings at which stakeholders such as VDOT, FCPS, Fairfax County Park
Authority (FCPA), and others, identify project issues and help to determine project scopes.

To date, staff have completed 127 scoping packages, there are 16 studies or preliminary engineering
designs in progress, and work continues on the remaining projects.

e Studies and Preliminary Plans: Capital Projects staff are working on the following major studies:

o

Route 123 Modified Intersection Treatment: The optimum roadway configuration along Route 123
between International Drive and Anderson Road is being determined. The roadway reconfiguration is
anticipated to improve safety and operations by requiring cross-road through or left turn movements to
turn right onto the main roadway and then make a U-turn maneuver at the directional crossovers. The
modified intersection treatment configuration is anticipated to improve progression along the main
roadways in both directions.
=  Route 123 Modified Intersection Treatment Inside the Beltway (segment between 1-495 and
Anderson Road): Preliminary design plans (30% level) were developed and traffic analysis for the
mid-term condition has been completed. The concept will further be refined and supplemented with
the detailed traffic analyses for the long term conditions with the new round of land use adopted in
fall 2016. Existing conditions analysis and future traffic volume development is underway.
=  Route 123 Modified Intersection Treatment Outside the Beltway (segment between International
Drive and [-495): The analysis for the Route 123 segment outside the Beltway to be performed with
new round of land use which was adopted in fall 2016. Preferred concepts will be developed after
detailed traffic analysis has been completed. Existing conditions analysis and future traffic volume
development is underway.
Route 123 Widening from Old Courthouse Road to Route 7: Capital Projects staff is initiating an
analysis of the Comprehensive Plan recommendation to widen Route 123 from four to six lanes.
Evaluation will take into consideration other improvements being considered along Route 123 in Tysons.
Route 123 Widening from Route 7 to I-495: Capital Projects team is initiating an analysis of the
Comprehensive Plan recommendation of widening Route 123 from six to eight lanes. Evaluation will take
into consideration other improvements being considered along Route 123 in Tysons.

e Signage, Community Parking District (CPD) and Residential Permit Parking District (RPPD)

Programs, and General Parking

o RPPD assisted approximately 114 lobby walk-in customers, corresponded through approximately 310
emails, and returned over 190 Information Line phone calls.

o RPPD issued approximately 7,100 new or renewing permits this past six month period.

o RPPD received 36 inquiries, conducted three parking studies, issued four petitions, and held two public
hearings.

o CPDreceived 12 inquiries, issued three petitions, and held one public hearing.

o Staff performed reviews for 15 parking restriction requests and inquiries, and held two public hearings
to restrict overnight parking on two streets.

o More than 700 signs were installed, repaired, or replaced.

o Residential Traffic Administration Program (RTAP)
o One study was initiated for Cut-Through restrictions.
25 traffic calming studies were initiated.
Ten traffic calming projects were approved by the Board of Supervisors for installation.
Two “$200 Fine for Speeding” sign requests were received with signs installed on two roads.
Nine “Watch for Children” sign requests were received and processed.

e Traffic Engineering
o Mobile Food Vending within VDOT rights-of-way: Until recently, all vending was prohibited within

VDOT right-of-way. In 2015, the General Assembly passed HB 2042, legislation directing the
Commonwealth Transportation Board (CTB) to amend its regulations to permit mobile food vending on
state highway rights-of-way. The County has been working with the Commonwealth and other
stakeholders regarding the implementation of HB 2042. County staff developed modifications to
Sections 82 of the County code along with associated rules and regulations to implement a pilot project
in Tysons to allow for and regulate mobile food vending within the public right-of-way. Ata public
hearing in July 2016, the Board of Supervisors endorsed the proposed modifications and the
implementation of the pilot program for mobile food vending within VDOT rights-of-way. Five streets in
Tysons were initially included in the pilot program, but one street has been removed from the zone, due
to utility construction. Additional locations in the county are currently being evaluated for potential
mobile food vending zones.

Coordination and Funding Division

The Coordination and Funding Division handles coordination and liaison responsibilities between the
department, regional agencies, local jurisdictions, and state and federal agencies, and seeks funding from all
levels of government for the implementation of transportation projects and services.

e Countywide Dialogue on Transportation (CDOT)

o OnJanuary 28, 2014, the Board of Supervisors approved its Transportation Priorities Plan for FY2015 -
FY2020 (TPP), which included approximately 220 projects funded with $1.4 billion in revenues from
various sources. On December 1, 2015, staff presented a proposed schedule of activities associated with
updating the TPP to the Board Transportation Committee (BTC). Some of these activities included:
revising revenue estimates to include revenues through FY2023, updated project costs, development of
benefit-cost information for each project, project implementation timelines, and public outreach. Staff
met with individual Board members in June and July 2017 to discuss project needs and proposed plans
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for fall 2017 public outreach. Staff also meet with the Board during its July 18, 2017, BTC meeting to
finalize the schedule of activities associated with public outreach. Board approval of the updated TPP is
anticipated in early 2018.

e Commonwealth Transportation Board (CTB)

o OnJune 20,2017, the CTB approved FY2018 Revenue Sharing allocations for the Commonwealth
including $5.5 million for the Route 28 widening project from the Prince William County Line (Bull Run
Bridge) to Route 29, and $4.5 million for the Route 1 widening project from Mount Vernon Memorial
Highway to Napper Road.

o Alsoin summer 2017, the CTB adopted its second round of projects considered for funding through the
Commonwealth’s Smart Scale Program in the Six-Year Improvement Program (SYIP). The process
considers congestion mitigation, economic development, accessibility, safety, and environmental quality,
plus land use for certain regions in the Commonwealth.

o FCDOT submitted the following Smart Scale applications, following endorsement of the projects by the
Board of Supervisors on September 20, 2016:

*  Route 1 Widening (Mount Vernon Memorial Highway to Napper Road) - $90,000,000

*  Route 1 Bus Rapid Transit (BRT, Huntington Metrorail Station to Fort Belvoir) - $300,000,000
*  Fairfax County Parkway/Popes Head Road Interchange Improvements - $89,950,000

=  Soapstone Connector/Dulles Toll Road Overpass - $120,000,000

*  Route 29 Widening (Buckley’s Gate Drive to Pickwick Road) - $49,200,000

=  Frontier Drive Extension - $79,500,000

= Seven Corners Ring Road (Phase 1A/Segment 1A) - $52,100,000

o OnJune 20,2017, the CTB approved funding for its list of projects, including $50.6 million for the Fairfax
County Parkway/Popes Head Road Interchange Improvement and $48.1 million for the Route 29
Widening.

e (Capital Improvement Program (CIP)
o Completed the FCDOT portion of the CIP which was approved by the Board of Supervisors on May 2,
2017.

o Cost Benefit Analysis Tool (CBA)

o CFD updated economic factors included in the CBA tool, such as gas prices, labor rates, fuel economy
standards, and emissions data, to be used to evaluate projects for the next TPP. These updates are a
result of inflation, market changes, and other factors that change over time. In addition, CFD obtained
revised traffic data, including average daily traffic and road capacity. The CBA score is one factor that
will be considered when evaluating new projects for the updated TPP. The CBA also includes several
other qualitative measures used in considering an overall CBA score.

o Coordination with Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments (COG) Transportation Planning
Board (TPB), Metropolitan Washington Air Quality Committee (MWAQC), and COG Climate, Energy,
and Environmental Policy Committee (CEECP)

o Under the federal Fixing America’s Surface Transportation (FAST) Act, federal surface transportation
regulations require the implementation of performance management requirements through which states
and metropolitan planning organizations (MPOs) will transition to a performance-driven, outcome-
based program that provides for a greater level of transparency and accountability, improved project
decision-making, and more efficient investment of federal transportation funds. The Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) and Federal Transit Administration (FTA) have been issuing rulemakings for the
implementation of this performance based planning and programming (PBPP) process. As one element
of the PBPP process, providers of public transportation, which applies to Fairfax County’s Fairfax
Connector, must link investment priorities to the achievement of performance targets through Transit
Safety and Transit Asset Management (TAM). In May 2017, Fairfax County Department of
Transportation staff completed its TAM targets for the Connector and submitted them for approval to the
TPB. On June 21, 2017, the TPB approved the Regional TAM Targets, including Fairfax Connector.
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In April 2017, the Fairfax County Department of Transportation (FCDOT) requested an amendment to
the FY2017 - 2022 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) to add the Soapstone Drive Overpass
over the Dulles Toll Road and funding for the environmental analysis and preliminary engineering.
Although the project was previously approved by the Board, the amendment was needed to include this
project in the TIP with the anticipation that federal funding will be used for future phases of the project.
The TIP Amendment was approved by the TPB on May 5, 2017. Amending the TIP was required to
complete the environmental work for the project.

Approval of Project Submissions for the Air Quality Conformity Analysis for the 2016 Constrained

Long Range Plan (CLRP) Amendment and the FY2017 - FY2022 TIP (Transportation

Improvement Program): At its April 19, 2017, meeting, the TPB approved the 2016 CLRP Amendment

for:

= Revisions to the [-66 Corridor Improvements Outside the Capital Beltway Project to reflect the
preferred alternative that was selected in 2015 after the approval of the 2015 CLRP amendment,
specifying the locations of access points between the general purpose and high occupancy lanes.
Supervisor Smyth offered a friendly amendment to the motion. Her amendment stated that the TPB
staff would not move forward on air quality analysis for access points east of the Route 50
interchange under options A and B until the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors has a chance to
meet and consider this access point. If the Board of Supervisors moves to strike any of the points
from the analysis, the TPB staff will do the same. The submission included trucks on the Vaden Ramp
that were previously going to be prohibited.

Funding under the FY2018 Surface Transportation Block Grant Set Aside Program (STP Set Aside)

for Northern Virginia TPB Jurisdictions: The Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) was a

formula-based program that provided funding for a variety of alternative transportation projects - as

opposed to traditional highway capacity projects. At the direction of the Board, the STP Set Aside fund is
framed as a complementary component of the Transportation/Land Use (TLC) Program, which provides
technical assistance to TPB member jurisdiction for small planning studies. Open Container Funding

Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety Program (BPSP) projects were solicited by the VDOT Local Assistance

Division. Applications were due to VDOT on November 1, 2016. The four TA Set Aside and BPSP projects

submitted by Fairfax County are:

=  Cinder Bed Road Bikeway ($800,000): Construction of a bikeway from Fort Belvoir to the Franconia-
Springfield Metrorail Station.

=  Van Dorn Street Pedestrian and Bicycle Access Improvements ($400,000): Construction of
improvements to a ten-foot shared use path between pedestrian bridge across [-95/1-495 and the
South Van Dorn Street/Oakwood Road intersection.

»  Providence District Bikeshare ($400,000): Construction of Bikeshare stations, bikes, and other
facilities for the Providence District area of Fairfax County in the proximity of Silver Line Metrorail
stations in Tysons and the Dunn Loring Metrorail Station.

= Pleasant Valley Road Crosswalk ($225,000): The project will include the installation of a rectangular
rapid flashing beacon alerting drivers of the upcoming crosswalk. The project also includes a median
refuge, the construction of sidewalks, and other pedestrian facilities.

On June 20, 2017, the CTB approved the funding for the Van Dorn Street Pedestrian and Bicycle Access

Improvements and the Providence District Bikeshare projects.

Long Range Plan Work Group: Previously known as the Unfunded Capital Needs Working Group,

FCDOT staff provided the TPB with a list of the County’s unfunded transportation projects which are

regional in nature and qualify for inclusion in TPB’s Constrained Long Range Plan (CLRP). The objective

of the work group was to improve the performance outcomes of the CLRP by identifying a limited set of
multi-modal projects with the greatest potential to improve regional system performance. In January

2017, the Long Range Plan Work Group was changed to the Long Range Plan Task Force and was

convened on March 29, 2017, by the TPB. The Task Force’s primary mission is to identify for the TPB’s

approval approximately six to ten projects, policies, or programs that make significantly better progress
towards achieving goals laid out in TPB and COG’s governing documents regarding transportation

congestion, accessibility, safety, operations, transit, and other issues. The goal is to have these initiatives
included, as unfunded projects, policies, and programs, in the next Constrained Long Range Plan (CLRP)
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for 2018, and rename that the TPB Long Range Plan. Staff from the Coordination and Funding Division
has been monitoring and advising Board members assigned to the TPB’s Long-Range Plan Task Force.
= AtitsJuly 19, 2017, board meeting, the TPB approved ten projects, policies, and programs
(initiatives) for further analysis to determine if they make significantly better progress towards
achieving the goals laid out in TPB and COG'’s regional governing documents. TPB staff and their
contractor team will begin their analysis of the initiatives and prepare a final report at the end of the
calendar year. The ten initiatives include:
e Regional Express Travel Network
¢ Regional Congestion Hotspot Relief Program
e Additional Northern Bridge Crossing/Corridor
e Regionwide High-Capacity Transitways (such as Bus Rapid Transit)
¢ Regional Commuter Rail Enhancements
e  Metrorail Regional Core Capacity Improvements
¢ Transit Rail Extensions
e  Optimize Regional Land-Use Balance
e Transit Fare Policy Changes
e Amplified Travel Demand Management for Commute Trips
= Additionally, TPB staff will discuss the proposed process for developing a list of unfunded bicycle
and pedestrian priorities that will be included in the unfunded capital needs plan, and promote the
consideration of regional priorities in the project selection processes at the local, sub-regional, and
state levels.
= County staff provided input into the Bicycle and Pedestrian Subcommittee list of top priority
unfunded bicycle and pedestrian projects, using projects from the County-wide Trails Plan and the
Bicycle Master Plan.

e Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WMATA)
o Northern Virginia Transportation Commission (NVTC):

* Governance and Personnel Committee: The Governance and Personnel Committee was created in
January 2017. As outlined in an enactment clause of the Metro Safety Commission (MSC) legislation,
the committee will be coordinating with the Secretary of Transportation, through DRPT, to develop,
propose, and seek agreement on WMATA reforms. The Committee has been conducting monthly
meetings since March.

= Independent Review of WMATA
e On March 23, 2017, Governor Terry McAuliffe announced that an independent review of WMATA

will be led by former U.S. Department of Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood. Consistent with
SB 1251 (2017), the Commonwealth is coordinating this effort with NVTC. A final report from
the review panel is expected to be released in September.

e OnMay4,2017, Secretary LaHood briefed the Commission on the efforts he is leading to review
the Metro system. As part of the independent review, Secretary LaHood has been meeting with
regional stakeholders. The ultimate goal of this effort is to reach consensus among the governors
of Maryland and Virginia and the mayor of the District, as well as the WMATA Board and other
stakeholders.

= [Initial Reforms to the WMATA Resolution: On June 1, the Commission passed a resolution
endorsing the spirit and direction of WMATA’s General Manager’s plan to aggressively contain cost,
minimize unpredictable and unsustainable cost increases, cap jurisdictional operating and capital
subsidies, advocate for the reauthorization of the Passenger Rail Investment and Improvement Act
(PRIIA) funding for Metro, and secure a new dedicated revenue source for a Capital Trust fund.

=  Principles in WMATA Governance Reform Efforts Resolution: In July, the Commission discussed
proposed language that states NVTC’s position on the WMATA governance structure. The proposed
language articulates positions on board composition, voting authority, technical expertise,
compensation, ethics, and the use of the jurisdictional veto. The resolution is intended to be a part
of alarger NVTC WMATA reform resolution to be offered to the Commission for approval at the
September meeting. It is anticipated that the September resolution would include this initial
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language plus any additional reforms that would be approved by the Governance and Personnel
Committee during the summer.

o Metro Capital Funding Agreement (CFA): The Metro Capital Improvement Program (CIP) includes
funding for maintenance and safety, new rail cars, power upgrades for running eight car trains, and
additional buses for operating Priority Corridor Networks. WMATA and the jurisdictions approved a
second one-year extension for FY2018, because the WMATA Board decided to postpone signing a long
term CFA while the jurisdictions worked on the FY2019 Budget. The WMATA Board is now working on
the FY2019 Budget, and discussions will be taking place about whether the region should approve a new
long term agreement or just another extension of the current CFA to allow the purchase of new railcars
and other capital projects to continue during FY2019.

o Metro SafeTrack Program: Metro’s SafeTrack program is now complete. SafeTrack was a significant,
comprehensive, holistic effort to address safety recommendations and rehabilitate the Metrorail system
on an accelerated basis by expanding all available maintenance windows. It condensed three years of
system maintenance work into an accelerated schedule of approximately one year. SafeTrack included
the expansion of Metro’s track maintenance time during weeknights, weekends, and midday hours, and
also affected certain rush hour periods throughout the program. SafeTrack work was completed on June
25,2017. SafeTrack achieved safety goals and the state of good repair of basic track structures, advances
critical National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) and FTA work, and included line segment
shutdowns of approximately one month or less during each of the safety surges. Metro is now
embarking on a marketing campaign to win back some of the riders lost during the SafeTrack Program.

e Virginia Railway Express (VRE)

o Atits December 13,2016, meeting, the Prince William County Board of Supervisors terminated VRE’s
Gainesville/Haymarket Extension Study. As an alternative to extending rail service to Gainesville, it was
recommended to expand the existing Broad Run Station. With the VRE Operations Board supporting
Prince William County’s decision, FCDOT staff will continue to be involved with this new project to
ensure that Fairfax County riders are not negatively impacted.

o Rolling Road VRE Parking Expansion study is complete. The study scope was narrowed to expanding the
existing surface lot. This will be a short term solution, and longer term solutions such as structured
parking or relocating the station to a larger site will continue to be investigated. A possible alternative to
expanding the existing site that came out of the study is to relocate the station closer to Rolling Road on
industrial property, if the property is vacated in the future.

o VRE is expanding the Lorton Station platform to accommodate eight-car trains which is anticipated to be
completed in 2017.

o On May 20, 2016, Fairfax County Board members of the VRE Operations Board, endorsed a
Memorandum of Agreement with the District Department of Transportation (DDOT) and the Virginia
Department of Rail and Public Transportation (DRPT), that sets the VRE match of $1.3 million to the
Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER VI) grant and defines VRE’s role in
the management of Phase III of the Long Bridge Expansion Study. In addition to the TIGER Grant award,
the Commonwealth of Virginia, VDOT, and DRPT were awarded a $165 million U.S. Department of
Transportation (USDOT) Fostering Advancements in Shipping and Transportation For the Long Term
Achievement of National Efficiencies (FASTLANE) grant for Virginia’s Atlantic Gateway projects. The
Atlantic Gateway Project is a series of projects in the [-95 corridor in Northern Virginia that will enhance
passenger and freight rail along the corridor, enhance the 95 Express Lanes, and expand bus service in
the corridor. A key project for the rail portion of Atlantic Gateway is adding capacity to the Long Bridge
across the Potomac River, which is a major railroad bottleneck for the Eastern Seaboard and is the
primary constraint limiting VRE'’s ability to operate more trains. These funds will help in the design of
this approximate $700 million project. The VRE System Plan 2040 identified the expansion of railroad
capacity, particularly expansion of the Long Bridge across the Potomac River, as a critical need to support
long-term VRE growth and service expansion.

e Tysons Transportation Infrastructure Funding
o The Tysons Transportation Service District Advisory Board met during spring 2017 to discuss potential
service district rates for FY2018. On March 29, 2017, the advisory board voted to recommend to the
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Board of Supervisors that the FY2018 tax rate remain at $0.05/$100 of assessed value. On May 2, 2017,
the Board of Supervisors adopted the FY2018 budget for the County that included a service district tax
rate of $0.05, which is consistent with the Tysons Transportation Plan adopted by the Board on January
8,2013.

The Jones Branch Connector is fully funded and under agreement with VDOT.

On January 24, 2017, the Board of Supervisors approved project funding agreements with VDOT for the
implementation of Route 7 Widening from Reston Avenue to Jarrett Valley Drive. These agreements
totaling approximately $235 million fully fund this project funded by the plan. Details on both projects
can be found in the project status section of this report.

e Reston Transportation Infrastructure Funding

(0]

The Board of Supervisors adopted the Reston funding plan on February 28, 2017, and the Reston
Transportation Service District on April 4, 2017.

The Reston Transportation Service District Advisory Board (Advisory Board) was also created by the
Board of Supervisors on April 4, 2017, to work with Fairfax County staff and provide input to the Board
of Supervisors on the annual tax rate for the Reston Transportation Service District; transportation
project priorities funded all or in part by the Service District; and issues related to the Reston Road Fund.
The Board of Supervisors will have the opportunity to appoint members to the Advisory Board no later
than September 12, 2017.

On May 2, 2017, an amendment was made to the Reston Transportation Service District Advisory Board
to clarify membership composition to include 14 members:

= One member from the Dranesville District.

=  Two members from the Hunter Mill District.

=  Three members to represent residential owners and homeowner and civic associations.

=  One member to represent apartment or rental owner associations.

=  Three members to represent commercial or retail ownership interests.

=  One member from the Reston Chamber of Commerce to represent lessees of non-residential space.
=  One member from the Reston Association.

=  One member from the Reston Town Center Association.

*  One homeowner member from the Reston Town Center Association.

e Northern Virginia Transportation Authority (NVTA): Regional Long-Range Plan and HB 2313
Regional Funds

(0]
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NVTA is working on the next update of its unconstrained long range transportation plan, TransAction.
This updated plan will be the basis for all projects being considered for NVTA regional funding. The
updated TransAction plan is anticipated to be complete in October 2017. After completion, NVTA will
have a Program Call for Projects (late 2017) for FY2018 - FY2023. Prior to project submission, staff will
return to the Board for approval and endorsement. NVTA is projected to adopt its FY2018 - FY2023
Program in May or June 2018.

On October 3, 2016, NVTA issued a call for projects for the FY2023 CMAQ and RSTP Strawman
allocations. The Board authorized FCDOT to apply for proposed projects on December 6, 2016. Those
projects included the following:

=  Countywide Transit Stores.

= Fairfax County Parkway Improvements.

=  Reston Roadway Improvements.

= Richmond Highway Bus Rapid Transit Project.

= Richmond Highway Widening (Mount Vernon Highway to Napper Road).

= Seven Corners Interchange Improvements.

=  Tysons Roadway Improvements.

The CTB approved funding for FY 2023 for Fairfax County projects on June 20, 2017, including $50.6
million for the Fairfax County Parkway/Popes Head Road Interchange Improvement and $48.1 million
for the Route 29 Widening.
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e 2016 Legislative Summary and Bill Implementation
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The most significant legislation pertaining to Northern Virginia transportation this year was HB

2136/SB 1251, establishing the Metrorail Safety Commission (MSC), designed to oversee and ameliorate

safety issues of WMATA’s Metrorail system. Federal law requires the establishment of the MSC by

Virginia, Maryland, and the District of Columbia (DC), along with certification by the Federal Transit

Administration (FTA), so that the MSC is able to assume safety oversight of the Metrorail system. In

Virginia, language in an enactment clause was added requiring that the Secretary of Transportation, in

coordination with the Northern Virginia Transportation Commission (NVTC), engage his counterparts in

Maryland, DC, and the federal government for the purpose of revising the WMATA Compact and

implementing other reforms necessary to ensure the near-term and long-term viability of WMATA. The

language requires the Secretary to develop, propose, and seek agreement on reforms related to the legal

and organizational structure of WMATA for the following (the implementation of this requirement is

included in the NVTC and Metro sections of this report):

= Composition and qualifications of the WMATA Board of Directors.

= Labor costs and labor relations.

=  Pensions and other post-employment benefits.

= Safety of riders and employees.

= Financial and operational improvements necessary to ensure that WMATA’s performance is at least
as efficient as its closest comparable transit systems in the United States.

In 2016, the General Assembly passed HB 1359, which established an Advisory Board within DRPT to

examine the effects of the loss of state transit capital funds and identify additional sources of revenue.

The bill also includes language requiring the Advisory Board to develop a prioritization proposal for

transit capital funding. Under this proposal, funding for new transit service or the expansion of transit

service would be subject to the same prioritization factors as HB 2 (2014). Currently, the Commonwealth

utilizes a tiered approach for transit capital funding. The bill requires the new Advisory Board to

develop prioritization methods within those tiers.

Supervisor Jeff McKay has been appointed to this Advisory Board, at the recommendation of the Virginia

Association of Counties, and County staff provided support to him during this process. The draft report

was released to the Advisory Board for comments on June 12, 2017. The report includes the several

recommendations:

= A combination of sustainable and dedicated revenue sources, including both state and regional
sources, should be considered. The majority of these funds should be from statewide sources
recognizing the statewide impact of transit services. Regional funds should be dedicated to transit
needs and prioritized within the region of collection.

= Scarce transit capital resources should be prioritized by project, based on quantifiable measures.
The Revenue Advisory Board has developed an illustrative prioritization process that should be
considered with further input from the Commonwealth Transportation Board and the Transit
Service Delivery Advisory Committee.

= The transit capital program should be structured into two programs: i) State of Good Repair and
Minor Enhancement; and ii) Major Expansion. A minimum of 80 percent of program funding should
be allocated to State of Good Repair, with flexibility to add the remaining 20 percent to State of Good
Repair as warranted.

= Anew allocation process should provide a fair distribution of funding across the Commonwealth.
Local agencies need to have a dependable methodology.

=  WMATA capital needs are not fully factored into this analysis, and will require additional
consideration in the revenue approach.

At its last meeting on June 16, 2017, the RAB made numerous edits and comments on the draft report,

which is now being updated. Final recommendation will be sent to the General Assembly in August. It is

important to note that the recent capital plan update from WMATA, which reflects an increase of $1.1

billion in capital funding needs over the next five years, is not fully factored into this analysis and will

require additional consideration in the revenue approach.
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e Northern Virginia Transportation Commission

o Regional Bus Agenda: In April, NVTC staff presented preliminary results of performance metrics as part
of the Regional Bus Agenda. For this work, NVTC staff is examining the current state of bus service in
Northern Virginia to identify opportunities and gaps that can inform future transit planning activities.
The goal is to identify gaps that may exist in our regional bus network and identify opportunities as to
how the six bus systems within Northern Virginia can better serve the region. NVTC staff presented a
preliminary analysis of the bus systems in Northern Virginia. The full report will be presented to the
Commission in October.

o Regional Fare Collection Memorandum of Agreement: On June 1, 2017, the Commission authorized
NVTC’s Executive Director to sign the Regional Fare Collection Program Memorandum of Agreement
(MOA) on behalf of the Commission. The MOA formalizes regional coordination of technical analysis,
testing, funding, and administration for the Regional Fare Collection Program, and will allow for formal
coordination between NVTC jurisdictional transit operators (DASH, ART, CUE, Fairfax Connector, and
Loudoun County Transit, City of Alexandria, Potomac and Rappahannock Transportation Commission
(PRTC), and VRE). Under this new agreement, NVTC will coordinate regional upgrades to extend the
useful life of the existing regional fare collection system and identify future regional fare collection needs
and options.

o NVTC’s Regional High Capacity Transit Economic Impact Study: In June 2017, the Commission was
presented with preliminary findings of NVTC’s Regional High Capacity Transit Economic Impact Study.
The objective of the study is to quantify the value and worth that high capacity transit modes (Metrorail
and VRE) operating in Northern Virginia bring to the Commonwealth. The effort focuses on quantifying
the contribution of the state income tax and state retail sales and use tax to the state General Fund, as
these two sources represent the vast majority of General Fund revenues. The preliminary analysis found
that the Commonwealth’s General Fund receives over $600 million per year in revenue from the
households and jobs supported by the high capacity rail network in Northern Virginia. A final report
with technical appendices will be provided to the Commission in September.

o Transform 66 Inside the Beltway: Beginning summer 2017, NVTC staff is working with the
jurisdictions to scope the next round of project selections for I-66 Inside the Beltway. The official name of
the program has been changed to “Commuter Choice.” The FY2018 [-66 Commuter Choice program will
follow the screening process prescribed in the MOA, whereby eligible projects are evaluated, prioritized,
selected and then submitted by NVTC to the CTB for approval. The Multijurisdictional Working Group
will convene in July as well, with the objective of assisting NVTC with the prioritization of projects, based
on the MOA and aligned with funding availability.

Marketing, Communications, and Fairfax County Commuter Services

The Marketing, Communications, and Fairfax County Commuter Services Section consists of the Marketing and
Communications teams (MarCom) and the Fairfax County Commuter Services (FCCS) team. MarCom supports
community engagement and public information activities for all Fairfax County transportation projects and
planning efforts, Fairfax Connector passenger information, and outreach and program marketing for Fairfax
Connector and FCCS. MarCom collaborates with other County agencies and state and regional partner
organizations to widen the reach of public outreach efforts. Some of the major FY2017 communications and
marketing efforts are highlighted below. The FCCS team promotes Transportation Demand Management (TDM)
strategies to help reduce or mitigate traffic congestion in Fairfax County. The FCCS partners with major
employers, developers, and multi-family residential complexes to encourage alternative commute options. Over
470,000 employees in Fairfax County have been given the opportunity to participate in some form of TDM
measure. To date, the FCCS team has conducted employer outreach efforts at 1,361 Fairfax County employer sites.
Throughout the fiscal year, employer sites and program levels may increase or decrease, due to company
closures, relocations, or mergers.

e Metro SafeTrack Program Public Outreach: Metro SafeTrack, a significant, comprehensive, and holistic
effort to address safety recommendations and rehabilitate the Metrorail system on an accelerated basis by
expanding all available maintenance windows, severely impacted daily commutes and travelers on all major
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corridors in Fairfax County. Significant efforts were extended to inform the public of the Metrorail service

disruptions and of alternate travel options:

o FCDOT staff worked with WMATA, COG, VDOT and other partner agencies to coordinate regional
messaging and amplify cross-jurisdiction outreach efforts.

o Theintegrated FCDOT outreach campaign for each individual phase of SafeTrack involved direct-to-
customer outreach (including passengers, employers, and visitors); traditional, digital, and social media
engagement; in-home (digital and TV) and out-of-home (transit screens, movie theater, display, bus, TV,
radio) advertising; and outreach events. The quantifiable reach of the campaign for the first three
months of SafeTrack (the most crucial period for message retention) was approximately ten million
impressions.

o A concerted effort was made to connect with the hard to reach populations, including people with
limited English proficiency, by working with various partner agencies that engage with these
populations, as well as doing targeted multicultural media outreach.

o Intelligent Transit Systems (ITS) Public Outreach and Marketing: The public-facing platform of ITS -
called Fairfax Connector BusTracker - provides real-time arrival information for Fairfax Connector bus
routes, and can be accessed via a personal computer, tablet, or smartphone. Real-time arrival data is also
being pushed out to third party transit applications (apps) that can be used by bus riders to learn when their
bus will reach their stop location:

o InMay 2017, FCDOT launched the marketing and outreach campaign for Fairfax Connector BusTracker
with a “phase 1” or “soft launch,” by making the online utility available for existing and new customers at
fairfaxconnector.com. Riders were encouraged to check out the system, test it, and provide feedback.

o The “phase 2” or “hard launch” of the campaign began in June 2017. The integrated outreach campaign
involves direct-to-passenger outreach; traditional, digital, and social media engagement; in-home (digital
and TV) and out-of-home (transit screens, movie theater, display, bus, TV, radio) advertising; and
outreach events.

o Concerted efforts are ongoing to connect with the hard to reach populations, including people with
limited English proficiency, by working with various partner agencies that engage with these
populations, as well as doing targeted multicultural media outreach.

e Free Student Bus Pass Program Outreach: FCDOT staff continues to coordinate with Fairfax County Public
Schools (FCPS) to expand program outreach. The program is open to all middle school and high school
students in Fairfax County and the City of Fairfax:

o The SY2016 - 2017 outreach efforts targeted students at Fairfax High School, Hayfield Secondary School,
Herndon High School, Hughes Middle School, Thomas Jefferson High School, Lanier Middle School, Lee
High School, Mt. Vernon High School, South Lakes High School, and West Potomac High School.

o The integrated outreach campaign involved increased coordination with Neighborhood and Community
Services, community developers, school social workers, and the Middle and High School Principals
Associations; staff presence and travel training with a Fairfax Connector bus on site at back-to-school
events for the targeted schools; updated outreach materials including brochures, videos, and online
resources for students and parents along with a tool-kit for administrators; and traditional and social
media engagement.

o Concerted efforts are ongoing to connect with the hard to reach populations, including people with
limited English proficiency, by working with FCPS and various partner agencies that engage with these
populations, as well as by doing targeted multicultural media outreach.

o Employer Outreach - TDM: FCCS has implemented TDM programs at over 543 Fairfax County employer
sites, an increase of one percent from FY2016, with 275 Fairfax County employers implemented a Level 3 or
4, program and 268 employers implemented a Level 1 or 2 program. Level 1 and 2 programs may include
commuter surveys, distributing transit information, implementing alternative work schedules, or hosting an
on-site transportation fair. Level 3 and 4 programs may include shuttles to and from transit stations,
implementing formal policy-driven telework programs, offering transit subsidies, providing free or premium
parking to carpools and vanpools, or implementing a comprehensive bicycle and walking program.
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o Best Workplaces for Commuters (BWC): In December 2017, the FCCS team will host the 7th Best
Workplaces for Commuters awards ceremony in partnership with the Center for Urban Transportation
Research. Fairfax County has a goal of adding ten more recipients which will bring the total to 72 awardees at
the end of FY2018. Employers are recognized by the Board of Supervisors for the broad range of
transportation options offered to their employees. The “Best Workplaces for Commuters” designation
acknowledges employers who have excelled in implementing green commuter programs.

e Community Outreach - TDM: FCCS’s “Commuter Friendly Community Program” has either identified or
implemented trip reduction TDM programs at over 265 Fairfax County residential communities since the
program inception in summer 2012. Of those 265 communities, 36 residential communities have been
awarded designations of Bronze, Silver, Gold, or Platinum. These numbers have remained steady since FY
2016.

e New and Ongoing Partnerships: FCCS supports the congestion mitigation programs for Dulles Rail and the
[-66 Express Lanes construction. The Transportation Management Plan for these projects coordinates
employer and community outreach with regional partners, including DRPT, VDOT, Dulles Area
Transportation Association (DATA), MWAA, COG, Tysons Transportation Management Association (TMA,
formerly TyTran), Best Workplaces for Commuters, WMATA, Loudoun County Transit, PRTC, VRE,
Fredericksburg Metropolitan Area Planning Organization, and George Washington Regional Commission.

o Teleworking: The Fairfax County Government telework program currently has 1,745 employee participants,
representing a 7.4 percent decrease from FY2016. Telework is one of the primary transportation options that
FCCS promotes in its outreach to Fairfax County employers, as its low cost option (as opposed to providing
rail fare, for example), and employee interest makes it a popular program to implement.

e Commuter Benefit Program: 213 County employees currently are taking advantage of the Fairfax County
Employees’ Commuter Benefit Program, representing a 6.5 percent increase from FY2016. Of that group,
there are currently 17 vanpools with 96 riders. Eligible employees may register for the program and request
to receive up to $120 per month in transit benefits that can be used for bus, carpool, vanpool, and Metrorail
fares.

o SmartBenefits Plus50: When the Silver Line was launched in July 2014, FCCS developed a new incentive
program to encourage employees to ride transit (bus and rail) and to encourage employers to offer transit
benefits to employees. The County’s SmartBenefits Plus50 program provides a $50 SmarTrip card to an
employee, if the employer enrolls in WMATA'’s SmartBenefits program. Once the $50 is expended, the
employer is encouraged to continue offering a transit subsidy to employees. FCCS has partnered with
WMATA'’s program staff in making presentations to several large groups of employers in the Dulles Corridor.
Since the program’s inception in summer 2014, 997 employees from 27 different employers have taken
advantage of this program and are new transit riders and program members. One of the largest participating
employers, MITRE, reports that participation in the Plus50 program has grown by 35 percent since July
2015, and 67 percent of the current enrollees have been in the program for over 12 months, continuing to
ride transit. The program continues to be a successful strategy for promoting the use of transit and the FCCS
group will be focusing outreach of the program in other targeted areas to increase bus and rail service. From
the feedback received, an average of 50 to 53 percent retention rate of participants staying in the
SmartBenefits program, after taking advantage of the $50 incentive, has been observed.

Special Projects Division (Dulles Rail Phases 1 & 2)

The Special Projects Division manages the Dulles Corridor Metrorail Project (DCMP) for Fairfax County. The
division is working with local, state, and federal partners to implement a $5.76 billion, 23-mile heavy rail
construction project, including $2.982 billion for Dulles Rail Phase 1 and $2.778 billion for Dulles Rail Phase

2. The DCMP will be an extension of WMATA'’s rail system which will extend the system from just west of East
Falls Church into Fairfax County, Dulles International Airport, and Loudoun County. The new extension of the
WMATA system is called the Silver Line. Fairfax County’s direct funding for DCMP exceeds $1 billion. The Special
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Projects Division also coordinates planning, design, and construction issues for the Fairfax County Phase 2 garage
projects at Herndon and Innovation Stations with the Metropolitan Washington Airports Authority and the
Fairfax Department of Public Works and Environmental Services. In addition to construction management, the
team’s efforts focus heavily on communication with elected officials, the community, and other stakeholders to
ensure accurate reporting of project information and progress.

e Dulles Rail (Phase 1)
o Final punch list work remains for WMATA and VDOT items. Record of Decision road work has been
completed, though work on the punch list is ongoing. MWAA has awarded a task order contract for the
completion of outstanding punch list items, including the realignment of Old Meadow Road.

e Dulles Rail (Phase 2)

o The cost estimate for all Phase 2 work is $2.778 billion. Construction of the rail line, system, and stations
for Phase 2 is 52 percent complete, while the rail yard is 37 percent complete. Construction is underway
at each of the Phase 2 Fairfax County station areas.

o Fairfax County agreed to use its best efforts to separately fund and construct the Herndon and
Innovation Center parking garages, each including approximately 2,000 parking spaces for those that
will be utilizing the Silver Line. This is in addition to the County-funded and constructed garage at
Wiehle-Reston East for Phase 1. Loudoun County will also be responsible for funding and constructing
three garages at their Phase 2 stations. Fairfax County’s funding and constructing of the parking garages
has saved the project over $200 million.

o The estimated cost to Fairfax County to construct the parking garages at Herndon and Innovation Center
Stations is $96.9 million. This cost will largely be funded with parking revenues. Bids were received for
both garages and were under the Engineer’s estimate. The Innovation Center Station garage’s bid came
in at $52 million ($57 million estimated) and the Herndon Station garage came back at $44.5 million
($56.7 million estimated).

o In April 2015, MWAA announced design modifications to enhance the safety and reliability of the Silver
Line, as well as stormwater revisions to conform to updated state criteria. As a result, the construction
schedule for Phase 2 was extended by 13 months. The additional cost of $95 million associated with this
extension was negotiated between MWAA and Capital Rail Constructors.

o Fairfax County is participating in a joint development at the Innovation Center Station site and received
zoning approval in July 2014. Site preparation work on the joint development and associated
infrastructure is ongoing. The new Innovation Station garage was advertised for bid in December 2016,
and construction began in April 2017.

o The County worked to secure $69 million from NVTA to fund the Innovation Station construction costs.
The County also sought separate federal funding (CMAQ) for the station, providing an additional $11.2
million in savings to the overall project. Combined, Fairfax County secured over $80 million in funding
for the Innovation Center Station.

o Construction began on the Herndon garage in December 2016, and is in progress. Clearing and grading
continues, sanitary sewer and stormwater facilities have been installed, and installation of the garage
walls has begun.

o The parking garages are estimated to be complete by spring 2019. The garage completion dates are
scheduled to occur before the MWAA completion of Phase 2. The schedule for substantial completion of
Phase 2 is approximately summer 2019 with revenue service to follow. The actual date of revenue
service will be determined by the WMATA Board.

Transit Services Division

Transit Services Division staff are leading efforts to implement a multitude of public transportation
improvements in Fairfax County. Efforts include bus service changes in support of major capital
infrastructure projects, capital improvement projects at the three Fairfax Connector operating garages,
improvements to passenger facilities, and enhancements in technology on the Fairfax Connector bus system.
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e Fairfax Connector Bus System
o Inresponse to the Metrorail service impacts of WMATA'’s SafeTrack Program, TSD staff developed and
implemented a series of supplemental bus services along the affected rail corridors. These included
supplemental Route 599 service between Reston and the Pentagon, Vienna to Pentagon service,
supplemental Route 395 service from Gambrill Road Park-and-Ride to the Pentagon, and Franconia-
Springfield Metrorail Station to Pentagon shuttle service. The specific services implemented depended
on the portions of the Metrorail system that were affected by rehabilitation efforts.
o TSD staff worked with MV Transportation (the contractor that operates Connector service for the
County) staff on development of inclement weather plans that allow for the orderly shutdown and
subsequent phased resumption of bus operations during snow events.
o TSD staff undertook preparations for September 30, 2017, Fairfax Connector service changes:
= Utilizing Clever Reports performance data and field checks of route performance, TSD staff
developed proposed revisions to bus schedules for the following routes: 171, 231, 232, 301, 321,
322,333, 334, 335, 395,463,551, and 699.

= The proposed revisions will be presented for public comment at a public meeting on August 8, 2017,
and at pop-up events at various transit centers.

= TSD staff are also working with Marketing staff on the production and proofing of route schedules.

o Free Student Bus Pass Program: After a successful pilot program the 2015 - 2016 school year (SY), the
Board accepted staff recommendations to expand the Student Bus Pass Program. The program expansion has
allowed for increased connectivity and access to even more after school events and activities.

o New enhancements to the SY2016 - 2017 program include:
= Areciprocal partnership with City of Fairfax CUE to allow County students to use CUE buses and city

students to use Connector buses.
= Expanded days to seven days a week from five days.
=  Expanded hours to 5:00 am - 10:00 pm from 6:00 am - 8:00 pm.
o FCDOT staff continues to coordinate with Fairfax County Public Schools (FCPS) staff to expand program
outreach. The program is open to all middle school and high school students in Fairfax County and the
City of Fairfax.
o The SY2017 - 2018 transit education program will target students in the Lee High School pyramid, South
Lakes High School pyramid, Mt. Vernon High School pyramid, Chantilly High School, Oakton High School,
Thomas Jefferson High School, and Madison High School. The pyramid events also incorporate middle
schools. Outreach includes the following:
= Continued coordination with Neighborhood and Community Services at community resource fairs,
community developers, school social workers, and the middle and high school principals
associations.

= Student Pass Program brochures placed into every packet for Fairfax High School and Lanier Middle
School.

=  Promoting new BusTracker tool to parents and students at school events.

= Anupdated promotional video public service announcement in English and Spanish with Red Apple
Channel 21.

=  Updated bi-lingual posters and tri-fold informational brochure (Spanish and English).

= New bus schedule displays tailored to each school, adding schools to the countywide transit
schedule distribution program.

= Adding new student bus pass brochures at over 80 transit schedule display locations.

= A system map that includes high school and middle school locations.

= Updated tool-kit for administrators.

=  Bi-lingual staff presence and travel training on site at back-to-school events for the targeted schools.

=  New bi-lingual survey for administrators, parents, students, and bus operators to gauge opinions of
the program and possible improvements.

= New executive summary (print and e-publish) report to highlight the first three years of the Free
Student Bus Pass Program.

= Continued partnership (second year) with City of Fairfax CUE which is realizing similar student
ridership success.
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o Over 9,000 student passes have been distributed for SY2016 - 2017. Edison High School and South Lakes
High School were top performers with 48 percent and 45 percent of their student populations
(respectively) holding a student bus pass.

o Studentridership from August 2015 through June 2017 exceeded 485,100 trips. For FY2016 there were
140,938 trips, and for FY2017 there were 344,241 trips.

o Bus Shelter Advertising Program: FCDOT is engaged in a public-private partnership with Signal Outdoor
Advertising. In support of County initiatives on accessibility and pedestrian safety, the partnership improves
maintenance of new bus shelters while increasing ADA accessibility and pedestrian access at multiple
locations throughout the County. The contractor sells advertising space to subsidize construction and
maintenance of bus shelters with a percentage share of the profits returned to the County. Throughout the
County, a total of 78 existing bus shelters (one in FY2017) have been retrofitted with advertising panels, and
92 new sites (10 in FY2017) have been constructed. Currently, as part of the Tysons and Springfield
Community Business Center revitalization efforts, 22 sites are receiving new shelters and infrastructure
improvements. Of these 22 locations, all the sites in Springfield have been completed, as well as six new
shelters in the Tysons area. Crews are in the process of installing an additional 11 new shelters and finalizing
easement and permit review for the remaining 11 locations in Tysons. The revenue received by the County
from this program in FY2017 was $114,000 which was used to offset transit operating costs. FCDOT, in
partnership with Signal Outdoor, WMATA, and the County’s Maintenance and Stormwater Management
Division, is working to convert additional existing shelters to advertising shelters. As Signal Outdoor is
required to provide enhanced maintenance, such as landscaping and cleaning, this would provide a better
product to our customers.

o Title VI Plan Update:

o Inaccordance with Federal Transit Administration (FTA) guidance, FCDOT completed the revision of its
Title VI (Civil Rights) Program. The County’s Title VI Program ensures non-discrimination on the basis
of race, color, national origin, or economic status, and provides meaningful access to Fairfax Connector
programs and activities by these persons, including persons with limited English proficiency. The
original program was approved by the Board on July 1, 2014, and was approved by the Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) on November 26, 2014. FCDOT is required to update its Title VI Plan every three
years to ensure compliance with subsequent changes in Federal Title VI regulations. The revised Title VI
plan was adopted by the Board of Supervisors on July 25, 2017.

o Fairfax County’s Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Policy establishes policies and procedures for
ensuring that minority owned businesses are able to compete for transportation planning, design, and
construction contracts. The County’s current DBE program establishes an overall DBE participation goal
of 17.7 percent in FCDOT contracts that are supported by FTA funds. The County is now in the process of
updating the DBE goal and methodology to include firms that could provide planning consulting
services, as a result of the award of a new FTA grant that supports Transit Oriented Development (TOD)
planning for the proposed BRT project along Richmond Highway. The County anticipates submitting the
revised goal and methodology at the beginning of the federal fiscal year, October 1, 2017.

o OnJune 20,2017, the Board approved the fare equity analysis for the Fairfax Connector fare increase.
This fare increase mirrored the fare increase approved by the WMATA Board of Directors as part of the
adoption of their FY2018 operating and capital budget.

o Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Self Assessments: In compliance with the agreement between the
U.S. Department of Justice and Fairfax County, FCDOT completed self-assessments of major Park-and-Ride
facilities and bus stops improved by the County since 2007. FCDOT is ahead of the project schedule and has
completed the remediation of the Reston Town Center and the Tysons West*Park Transit Station. Herndon
Monroe Park-and-Ride remediation is partially complete, and will be finished in conjunction with the County
garage project in early 2019 as part of the Silver Line Phase II project. FCDOT, in cooperation with the
Facilities Management Department (FMD), is projected to complete remediation of the Centreville Park-and-
Ride, the VRE Burke Centre Station Park-and-Ride, and the Backlick Road Park-and-Ride in FY2018. FCDOT
has reviewed the bus stops identified for additional improvements, and has implemented a plan for these
shelters to be improved in FY2018.
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e Fairfax Connector Fleet: FCDOT started a mid-life vehicle rebuild program in FY2016. FCDOT completed 20
rebuilds in FY2016 and 40 in FY2017. This rebuild will extend the life of the bus from 12 years to 15 years.
The re-build includes replacing the power plant, transmission and converting to a mini-hybrid by converting
the cooling system to electric. All new buses are equipped with mini-hybrid technology to meet strict EPA
standards by using the newest emissions reduction technology. FCDOT is in the process of awarding a new
bus manufacturing contract, and ordering 14 expansion buses to be received early FY2018.

e Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS): The ITS project provides staff with the tools needed for real
time monitoring and management of Fairfax Connector bus operations. The public facing components of the
system include automated on vehicle stop announcements (visual and audio), as well as a web based
BusTracker utility that allows riders to determine when a bus is arriving at their stop location. Milestones
reached this period include :

o Final Systems Acceptance Testing (FSAT) completed and accepted by County. Post closeout action items
include:
= Interactive Voice Response System (IVR) - awaiting final certification from the County.
=  Fairfax Connector NTD validation and certification - ongoing.
= Design and implement 20 new custom reports.
= Refresher training for MV Transportation and County staff.
= BusTracker App - completed and released.
= (CleverCAD Mobile tablets - ongoing.
=  Wayside Signs - ongoing.
= Systems Backup and Redundancy Plan for emergency failover - pending,.

o Training of FCDOT Transit Services Division and MV Transportation staff on various components of the
system.

o The Bus Operations Control Center (BOCC) was outfitted and staffed, allowing for the transition of bus
operations from a radio based dispatch system to a 24/7 Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) based
management and operational control system.

o Inan associated effort, TSD staff managed a project to field verify geolocations of Fairfax Connector bus
stops and install unique ID numbers at all bus stop locations used by riders to identify their stop location
when accessing schedule information through BusTracker or through the customer service call line. To
date, over 95 percent of Fairfax Connector stops have been updated. Through this effort, riders are now
able to receive bus arrival information by texting the stop ID number.

o InMay 2017, BusTracker online utility was rolled out to the public. BusTracker provides real time
arrival information for Fairfax Connector bus routes and can be accessed via a personal computer, tablet,
or smartphone. Real time arrival data is now also being pushed out to third party transit apps that can
be used by bus riders to learn when their bus will reach their stop location.

o Implementation of open source data sharing with third party transit applications, including TransitApp
and Moovit.

o Execution of Google Maps (“Google Transit”) agreement between Clever Devices and Google. Per the
agreement, Clever Devices will be directly communicating and maintaining the transit data to Google on
behalf of Fairfax Connector.

o Transit Development Plan (TDP) Updates: The TDP is a six-year fiscally constrained plan that includes a
list of financially feasible recommendations tied to specific fiscal years covered by the plan, as well as
additional recommendations that could be implemented if additional funding is identified. The TDP, which
was approved by the Board on March 15, 2016, builds on the County’s 2009 TDP, and extends the plan’s
horizon year from 2020 to 2025. Implementation of some of the TDP recommendations for FY2017 occurred
in March 2017, and included changes to routes 395, 466, and 640. Further implementation is anticipated to
occur in September 2017, consisting of proposed changes to Routes 171, 321, 322, 333, 334, 335, 395, 462,
463, and 551. Additional information on these changes can be found at the following link:

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Transportation Design Division

The Transportation Design Division (TDD) is responsible for the implementation of multi-modal transportation
projects throughout the County that are included in the approved Capital Improvement Program (CIP) and the
Transportation Priorities Plan (TPP). Projects are grouped into four primary program categories: Bus Stop
Safety and Accessibility; Bicycle and Pedestrian Access Improvements; Roadway Improvements; and Additional
Capital Improvement Projects. Many projects within the Bicycle and Pedestrian Access Program are grant
funded. Overall, between March 2017 and August 2017, 21 County-managed projects were completed, including
three bus stop improvements. 45 County-managed projects were authorized for or are under construction,
including 14 bus stop improvement; approximately 14 County-managed projects are in the utility relocation,
permitting, and pre-construction phase; approximately 129 County-managed projects are in design or land
acquisition phases, including 46 bus stops; and approximately 15 County-managed projects are in project
initiation phase. TDD works closely with the Land Acquisition Division and Utilities Design and Construction
Division within DPWES for the acquisition of necessary land rights and construction management services. In
addition to implementing projects, TDD assists planning activities within the department by providing technical
guidance and cost estimating services for various studies and analyses being managed by the Capital Projects and
Transportation Planning sections.

e Bus Stop Safety and Accessibility Program
o Three sites completed; 541 sites have been completed to date.
o 14 sites are authorized for or under construction.
o 46 sites are in the design or land acquisition phase.

o Pedestrian Access Program (Intersections, Sidewalks, and Trails)

13 projects were completed.

26 projects were authorized for or are currently under construction.

13 projects are in the utility relocation, permitting, and pre-construction phase.
18 projects are in the land acquisition phase.

56 projects are in the design phase.

15 projects are in the initiation phase.

e Roadway Improvement Program
o Three projects were completed
o Four projects were authorized for or are currently under construction.
o One project is in the utility relocation, permitting, and pre-construction phases.
o Nine projects are in design.

e Additional Capital Improvement Projects
o Two projects were completed (Reston Bike Share Stations) and one project was authorized for
construction (McLean Streetscapes Phase III). .

e Grant Funded Bicycle and Pedestrian Access Improvements (projects listed below are included in the

Pedestrian Access Program section above)

o Richmond Highway Public Transportation Initiative (RHPTI): Four pedestrian intersection
improvements are under construction (Belford Drive, Frye Road Phase II, Ladson Lane, and Mohawk
Lane). One intersection improvement (Lukens Lane) recently completed the land acquisition phase and
is anticipated to begin construction this winter. Three sidewalk improvement projects were completed
(Gregory Drive to Russell Road, Frye Road to Radford Avenue, and Engleside Street to Forest Place) and
two are under construction (Russell Road to Roxbury Drive and Quander Road to Virginia Lodge). One
additional sidewalk project (Virginia Lodge to Huntington Avenue) has completed the land acquisition
phase and is anticipated to be authorized for construction in fall 2017, once utility relocation efforts have
been completed. In addition, design efforts are underway on seven bus stop safety improvements, four of
which are in the land acquisition phase, and 11 sites have been authorized for construction.
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o Dulles Corridor Bicycle and Pedestrian Access (DCBPA): One project is in the land acquisition phase,
and two projects are in the utility relocation phase. Three projects are currently under construction. In
addition, three projects were recently completed (Greensboro Drive at International Drive, Old
Courthouse Road at Gosnell Road, and Gosnell Road Sidewalk). Ten projects under this program were
identified as part of the Tysons Metrorail Station Access Management Study (TMSAMS), and three
projects were identified as part of the Reston Metrorail Access Group (RMAG). Of the TMSAMS projects,
one is in utility relocation, three are under construction, and six have been completed. Of the RMAG
projects, one is in land acquisition, one is in utility relocation, and one is completed.

o Tysons Metrorail Station Access Management Study (TMSAMS): Ten projects were completed under
an expedited process utilizing C & I funds, and ten projects were included in the DCPBA program above.
FCDOT is coordinating with FCPA on three projects that FCPA is managing through construction. Two
projects will be completed by developers. Two projects are in the design phase, and one project is in
the utility relocation and permitting phase. Six projects are under construction, and four others have
been completed. Additional information on the TMSAMS projects can be found online at
http://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/fcdot/silverline/tysonsimp.htm.

o Reston Metrorail Station Access Group (RMAG): One project is in the design phase (W&OD Trail
Bridge over Wiehle Avenue), two projects are in the land acquisition phase, one project has been
authorized for construction, and one project was completed (Wiehle Avenue/Dulles Toll Road Ramps -
north side). In addition, two projects are located on private property which requires further
coordination with landowners prior to commencing design activities. Two projects are awaiting
completion of further feasibility and location studies. Additional information on the RMAG projects can
be found online at http://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/fcdot/silverline/restonimp.htm.

o Route 50 Pedestrian Improvements (Jaguar Trail to Seven Corners): Pedestrian improvements at
three intersections and eight sidewalk segments. Survey and environmental documentation have been
completed and design is underway for all projects. Authorization to begin land acquisition on six
projects was received from VDOT in October and November 2016, five of which are now complete. The
remaining four projects did not require land acquisition, and three of them have been authorized to
begin construction in fall 2017 or winter 2018.

o Safe Routes to School (SRTS): One project has been completed (Burke Centre Parkway at Marshall
Pond Road). Three additional projects are in design (Flint Hill Elementary School, Graham Road
Elementary School, Old Courthouse Road), two of which are anticipated to begin construction in spring
2018.

o Additional Grant Funded Bicycle and Pedestrian Access Improvements: Two other projects are in
design (Georgetown Pike Trail - Phase IIl and Georgetown Pike Trail - Phase 1V), and one project has
been authorized for construction (Lorton Arts Cross County Trail).

Site Analysis and Transportation Planning Division

The Site Analysis and Transportation Planning Division (STP), formerly known as the Transportation Planning
Division, is responsible for long-range planning efforts, the analysis of transportation impacts of current and
future developments, reviewing the transportation aspects of zoning submittals, as well as other miscellaneous
planning and implementation activities. STP consists of two sections: Site Analysis and Transportation Planning.
The following information outlines the status of projects and tasks currently being undertaken by each of the
sections.

Site Analysis Section

e Tysons Zoning Applications
o Staffis reviewing 14 active land use cases in Tysons, including ten rezoning cases and four
comprehensive sign plan amendment cases.
o There are six sites under formal discussion for potential zoning cases. Each of these include some level
of transportation review.
o Two land use applications were approved by the Board of Supervisors.
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o Efforts continue to ensure that Comprehensive Plan goals are met for both approved development and
general implementation activities in Tysons.

o Staffis also participating in the following projects: a study to determine the location of the intersection
of Boone Boulevard and Gosnell Road, a simulation study of Route 123 for a modified intersection
treatment, the construction of the Jones Branch Connector, the design for the Route 7 and Route 123
interchange, the Route 7 corridor design, and coordination on the future use of the Tysons West*Park
Transit Station site.

e Land Use Review along Phase 2 of Silver Line/Reston-Herndon

o Staffis reviewing 21 active land use cases in this area.

o There are five sites under formal discussion for potential zoning cases. Each of these include some level
of preliminary transportation review.

o Three land use applications were approved by the Board of Supervisors. These include a rezoning case
and two Special Exception applications.

o Site Analysis staff participates in the implementation of Comprehensive Plan goals for this area,
including the network analysis and funding plan development efforts. The transportation funding plan
for Reston was adopted by the Board in February 2017.

o Staff continues to coordinate with the Capital Projects and Traffic Engineering Division and the
Transportation Design Division on transportation projects impacted by land use cases.

e General Zoning Applications and Post-Zoning Activities
o Staff completed 39 Chapter 870 Traffic Impact Analysis determinations during this time period.
o Staffis engaged in the review of a number of new cases, including:
= 29 rezoning cases.
= 21 Special Exceptions.
= 23 Special Permits.
=  One Variance.
=  Eight Comprehensive Sign Plan requests.
= Case work on in-process applications continued during this time period.
o Staffreviewed a number of new post-zoning cases, including:
= Two site plan reviews.
= Seven site plan waiver requests for roadway improvements.
= 23 site plan waiver requests for trail, sidewalk, and bike improvements.
= Two proffer interpretations.
= Three proffer implementation coordination actions.
= Coordination and case work for in-process requests also continued during this time period.

e Transportation Demand Management (TDM)
o 33 percent of new rezoning applications have a TDM component to be negotiated and finalized.
o Coordination on implementation of proffered TDM programs by property developers and owners occurs
daily.

e Parking
o Nine new shared/reduced parking requests were submitted for review by Site Analysis Section (SAS)
staff during this period.

e Vacation, Abandonment, and Discontinuance
o Initiated processing of three vacation/abandonment requests during this time period. Two requests
were approved during this time. Three pre-application submission meetings were held with SAS staff.
18 inquires related to vacations, abandonments, and discontinuances were addressed. Case work on in-
process requests continued.
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e Process and Standards

o Urban Street Standards (USS): Several agencies are coordinating to establish urban street standards for
approval by the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) under new guidance from the state’s
Road Design Manual. Site Analysis has taken the lead in this effort. For Reston, VDOT approval has been
secured for Phase I of the Wiehle-Reston East Transit Station Area (TSA); Phase I of the Reston Town
Center TSA was submitted in November 2016; coordination with reviewing agencies and further
documentation continues for the submittals of Phases I of the Herndon-Monroe TSA and Phase II of the
USS that would apply to all three TSA areas. USS is also a component of the Embark activities for
planning in the Richmond Highway corridor.

o Staff continues to participate in the ongoing effort to implement urban street designs in Transit Oriented
Developments (TOD) and County activity centers to conform to the urban street design standards
adopted by VDOT in December 2013. These efforts continue in the Springfield Community Business
Center (CBC), the Merrifield Town Center area, and the Baileys Crossroads/Seven Corners area.

o Site Analysis is participating in the effort to address parking supply and regulation issues for on and oft-
street parking in TODs, urban centers, and revitalization areas. Staff has assisted Land Development
Services staff in stakeholder outreach and drafting of revisions to parking regulations intended to
streamline administration and review of parking supply matters associated with land development
activities.

o Site Analysis is participating in ongoing stakeholder discussions (FairfaxFirst) on process changes
intended to optimize the site plan and zoning review processes. Eight SAS staff are included on the
following committees: Project Management Function, Zoning Ordinance Modernization, Comprehensive
Plan and Public Facilities Manual Proffers, Research and Development for Codes and Ordinances,
Training and Mentoring, Future Service Delivery Model, and Service Integration and Customer Service.

Transportation Planning Section

e Seven Corners Area Study
On July 28, 2015, the Board of Supervisors approved the Seven Corners Comprehensive Plan
Amendment.

o The County submitted applications for Smart Scale funding (twice) and Northern Virginia
Transportation Authority (NVTA) funding for initial design of the first segment of the new interchange,
but the project was not selected for funding. The project will be resubmitted for funding in the future.

o Staff has begun work on the follow-on motions that the Board adopted in conjunction with the
Comprehensive Plan Amendment. Scope of work drafted for traffic study of roadway network in the
vicinity of Juniper Lane and Patrick Henry Drive.

e Huntington Area Transportation Study

o The study was initiated in June 2014.

o Data collection and analysis of existing conditions have both been completed.

o Alternatives for Richmond Highway intersections at Fort Hunt Road and Huntington Avenue were
prepared and presented to the Board in January 2015.
The analysis of base future year conditions were completed in April 2015.
Analysis for Richmond Highway intersections at Fort Hunt Road and Huntington Avenue are complete.
The North Gateway development site’s land at a 2.0 floor-area-ration (FAR) has been tested.
Mitigation measures for year 2040 conditions are currently under review.
Documentation is under review.
Study completion is anticipated in fall 2017.

o Reston Enhanced Network Analysis (see Coordination and Funding Division section for information
on the Reston Funding Plan)
o The assessment of existing conditions, midpoint (2030), and 2050 conditions has been finalized.
o The Advisory Group held its 16th and last meeting on May 22, 2017.
o Ten stakeholders meetings were held.
o Four public meetings were held.
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o The phasing analysis for both existing conditions and 2050 has been completed.

o Staff has completed the Department of Rail and Public Transportation (DRPT) classifications for the grid
of streets.

o Final documentation of the study is underway.

o Project completion is anticipated in fall 2017.

e Hunter Mill Road Study
o Four alternatives were developed with community input and each alternative was analyzed.
o These alternatives were presented to the community in May 2015.
o Atthe request of the community, the project was put on hold in summer 2015, pending adoption of new
national standards for evaluating capacities of roundabouts.
The staff preferred alternative was presented to the community on November 17, 2016.
The final report for the study has been finalized and posted online.
The Board authorized a Plan Amendment associated with the study on May 2, 2017.
The Plan Amendment is currently being processed.

e Tysons Neighborhood Study Phase II
o Analysis of conditions has been completed and a memorandum outlining next steps is underway.
o The memorandum is scheduled for completion by September 2017.
o Once the memorandum is complete, an outline of time-frames for next steps will be undertaken.

o Springfield Complete Streets

o Complete streets cross-sections have been developed for the roadways in the Community Business
Center (CBC) and Transit Station Areas (TSAs), taking the urban design guidelines from DRPT into
consideration, while making an attempt to utilize existing infrastructure and minimize right-of-way
requirements.

o Cost estimates have been developed for each facility based on the cross sections.

o Draft Springfield Road Fund residential and commercial rates have been developed. Draft to be
presented to Supervisor McKay on September 14, 2017.

e Countywide Transit Network Study

o High Quality Transit Network identified.

o Right-of-way and other impacts are being assessed by corridor.

o Study is incorporating input from the Route 1 Multimodal Alternatives Analysis, Envision Route 7, and

other studies.

o The feasibility of Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) is being assessed on South Van Dorn Street from Kingstowne
to the Van Dorn Street Metrorail Station with increased land use in the Kingstowne CBC and on adjacent
sites.

Study recommendations were presented to the Board Transportation Committee in December 2015.
Three final community meetings were held in February 2016.

The study report was completed in summer 2016.

Report to be presented to the Board in fall 2017.

e Route 1 Bus Rapid Transit Project (Embark)

o The DRPT study recommended the long-term extension of the Metrorail Yellow Line, from Huntington to
Hybla Valley, with BRT in the median to be phased for the entire corridor to Woodbridge.

o The study was completed in January 2015 with Board endorsement in May 2015.

o A Comprehensive Plan Amendment was authorized by the Board in May 2015. FCDOT is coordinating
this amendment with the Department of Planning and Zoning (DPZ) and the Office of Community
Revitalization (OCR). FCDOT conducted a transportation analysis in conjunction with the plan
amendment and submitted a Chapter 870 traffic impact analysis to VDOT. VDOT has approved this
analysis. The Embark Advisory Group meets monthly to advise staff on various aspects of the plan
amendment, road widening, and BRT project.
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Three community meetings were held in 2016, two are scheduled in 2017 (including the recently held
Community Meeting #4 in May 2017), and one is scheduled for 2018.

VDOT is conducting the Environmental Assessment (EA), as well as Preliminary Engineering and Design,
of the Richmond Highway widening from Mount Vernon Memorial Highway to Napper Road. That EA
and design will include a reservation for BRT in the median of the road, as recommended in the DRPT
study and endorsed by the Board.

A Program Management Consultant (PMC) was hired by FCDOT in December 2016 to assist in BRT
project development and implementation. More information on this effort is included below in the
Project Status Report section of this report.

e Corridor Improvement Study for the Fairfax County Parkway/Franconia-Springfield Parkway

o

Project is a joint VDOT and FCDOT study for 30-plus miles of corridor initiated in 2014. VDOT led the
effort on existing conditions for Fairfax County Parkway, while Fairfax County led the effort on existing
conditions for Franconia-Springfield Parkway. Both are complete. Fairfax County will lead a subsequent
study of future options.

Existing conditions analyses include data collection, analysis of existing traffic conditions and crash data,
and traffic simulation modeling. A series of short term improvements have been developed and are
currently being prioritized.

The County study of future options began in winter 2017 with long range vision planning. A series of
three public meetings was held in November 2016 to obtain public input. In addition, an online survey
was conducted to derive trip making characteristics within the corridor. The long-term study will involve
extensive public involvement and evaluate a number of future options for the corridor.

The long-term study is anticipated to be complete in 2019.

e Envision Route 7 Transit Alternatives Analysis (NVTC)

The study corridor stretches from Alexandria to Tysons.

Phase II of this study was initiated in late 2014.

Phase Il carries forward both the Light Rail Transit (LRT) and BRT options from the Phase I study. Key
components of the Phase II study include: ridership forecasting, conceptual cost estimates, funding and
financial strategies, and alternatives evaluation.

Public meetings were held in November 2015 and June 2016. A project website has been developed
containing pertinent project information - http://www.envisionroute7.com/.

The recommendation is for BRT from Tysons to the Mark Center in Alexandria with service to the East
Falls Church Metrorail Station. Detailed routing options within Tysons need to be evaluated further. This
effort will be undertaken by FCDOT.

The NVTC Board endorsed the study recommendations in July 2016. A final report has been prepared.
Scoping for Phase III of the Alternatives Analysis is underway. Phase III focuses on conceptual
engineering, helping to refine the project costs, identify potential areas of concern, develop potential
staging strategies, and provide guidance on preserving the required right-of-way.

e Dulles Suburban Center Transportation Analysis

The Dulles Suburban Center Comprehensive Plan Update began in March 2016.

The transportation study was initiated in December 2016 to support the effort.

The analysis of Existing Conditions, 2040 Comprehensive Plan, and 2040 Zoning Potential is complete.

The study is anticipated to be complete in fall 2017.

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e Tysons Plan Implementation and Monitoring

o The Transportation Chapter of the Tysons Annual Report includes updates on transportation projects
and studies, and travel monitoring.

o The Tysons Implementation Comprehensive Plan Amendment (update to the 2010 Tysons Plan) was
approved by the Board of Supervisors on March 14, 2017.

o InMay 2017, the COG TPB approved a Transportation-Land Use Connection (TLC) grant for Fairfax
County to develop a plan to implement more advanced technology to collect and analyze travel data for
Tysons. Implementing an improved and more robust data collection effort would improve the
monitoring program.

County Transportation Priorities Plan

On January 28, 2014, the Board of Supervisors approved a $1.4 billion Transportation Priorities Plan for FY2015
- FY2020 (TPP). Itis envisioned that the TPP will be revised periodically, resulting in a rolling funding plan for
County transportation projects. It will also be updated to reflect actions of the Commonwealth Transportation
Board, the Northern Virginia Transportation Authority, and other funding agencies. FCDOT is currently in the
process of updating the TPP. Public outreach is planned for fall 2017 with Board adoption of the updated TPP
expected in early 2018.

The TPP projects will build new and improve existing roads, sidewalks, trails, and on-road bicycle facilities, and
provide new and enhanced transit service in the County. FCDOT has developed projected timelines for the TPP
projects. Projects with projected start dates in FY2017 (when scoping and initial coordination will begin) have
been added to the project status section of this report. Projects with project start dates in FY2018 or later are
listed below. A more detailed list of projects with projected timelines along with more information on the TPP
can be found at http://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/fcdot/6yr priorities.htm.

In addition, the new
Project Status Report format avoids using abbreviations whenever possible and eliminated the stacked
column headers. For example, district names, project type, and schedule phases are spelled out. Moreover,
there are two new fields described as follows:

o Program: if applicable, indicates program that project is part of, such as TMSAMS (Tysons Metrorail
Station Access Management Study), RMAG (Reston Metrorail Access Group), etc.
o TPP No: The field shows the Transportation Priorities Plan (TPP) identification number.
