Supervisor Hyland pointed out that the staff has a November 16, 3990
deadline to send to the Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer
Services a submission in connection with the cost share proposal.

Therefore, Supervisor Hyland asked unanimous consent that the Board
schedule a meeting of +the Environmental Subcommittee on Friday,
November 9, 1990, at 9:30 a.m. ip the Board's Conference Room to discuss
the Gypsy Moth Program for 1997, Without objection, it was so ordered.
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GUNSTON HEIGHTS AND WILEY COMMUNITIES REQUEST TQ
BECOME A CONSERVATION DISTRICT: PROVIDE A |EGAL
SIURY OPINION

FEASIBILITY STUDY (TAPE 3)

Supervisor Hyland stated that on Tuesday, October 30, 1990, he was
invited to the Gunston Heights and Wiley communities to discuss the
status of the significant health and safety issues and specifically the
failing septic systems in their communities.

Supervisor Hyland said +tihat during that discussion, the residents
expressed inierest in becoming a conservation district through the
Fairfax County Redevelopment and Housing Authority (FCRHA). He said
that this area has for many years been seeking ways 10 address the
continuing problems. These problems include failing septic sysiems,
maintaining the stability of Lhis affordable community, planning for
fulure development 1in an orderly manner, and planning for other
cemmunity needs. Establishing a conservation district will protect
lhese communilies, provide relief to them while precluding development
elsewhere on Mason Neck.

Supervisor Hyland furilher stated thal subseguent to that meeting, the
communily leaders approached {he Mount Vernon Comprehensive Plan Task
Force requesting their endorsement. The task force has discussed this
issue on numerous occasicns and fully supports the establishment of a
conservation district.

Supervisor Hyland distributed to Board Members a draft memorandum to
that motion as well as letters from the Cranford United Methodist
Church, the Federatjon of Lorton Communities, and the Mason Neck
Citizens Association stating their full support in this initiative.

Supervisor Hyland explained that the Task force has also requested the
Board to examine the Jlegal impacts and to review alternatives
(including, but not limited to, the Lincoln-Lewis-Vannoy system) in
selving the significant problems regarding the failing septic systems
for these two communities.

Supervisor Hyland said that during his meeting with the community, the
homeowners indicated ihat they would Tike to have a Lincoln-Lewis-Vannoy
system installed because it appears to them that this is +the best
solution of all the cones offered. Therefore, staff needs te indicate
whether Lincoin-Lewis-Vannoy's system is the best and an acceplable
remedy for these two communities. However, the Mason Neck Citizens
Associalion is suggesiing that an outside consultant be retained 10 do a
comprehensive study of the various sewering technologies. Superviser
Hyland stated that if staff is unable to provide an analysis, Lhen he
suggesls that the Board hire an outside engineer to provide a sludy of
this issue,
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Supervisor Hyland stated that this issue has been discussed for many
years and the health and safety issues are not being corrected but are
in fact getting worse. He said that he would like to have a legal
opinion on the sewering issue and a recommendation for policy changes to
the Comprehensive Plan, based upon the health and safety issues for
these two communities.

Therefore, Supervisor Hyland moved that the Board:

. Request the FCRHA to survey the existing
conditions in the Gunston Heights and
Wiley communities to determine if the area
is eligible for conservation in accordance
with Title 36 of the Code of Virginia of
1950, as amended;

® Direcl staff Lo provide a lega) opinion Lo
delermine W a similar system 1o
Lincoln-Lewis-Yannoy can be constructed
for the Gunston Heights and Wiley
subdivisions wilthout opening the resi of
Mason Neck to development;

. ] If this system is not feasible then direct
staff to provide the Board with other
legal opiions;

» Direct staff to provide ihe Board with
appropriate Comprehensive Plan Policy
changes;

. Direct staff to report to the Board
regarding these two jtems by the end of
this calendar year;

[ Direct staff to conduct an engineering
feasibility study on the alternatives
offered to these communities and to
include but not bhe Timited +to the
Lincoln-Lewis~¥annoy system as 3t could
pertain to these communities; and

e If it is found that staff 1is unable 1o
provide such, ihen direct staff to requesti
an oulside consultant 1o perform tLhis
analysis.

C INATION ON THE
OCCUPATION PERMITS (TAPE 4)

Supervisor Hyland stated that threugh the course of & routine zoning
investigation, it came to his attention that a business which applies
for a Home Occupation Permit is automatically issued a Business License
by the Office of Assessments whether the permit is approved or not. He
pointed out that from a zening perspective, this practice is detrimental
to the County's ability to enforce violations and can be confusing to
the citizen,

Supervisor Hyland said that he has been advised Lhat the County informs
applicants for Business Licenses that a completed applicalion does not
release Lhem from conformance with other County requlations. However,
he expressed concern ihat Lhere are a great many home professionals
currenily ocoperating outside the standards dictated 1in the Zoning
Ordinance. He added that ihese businesses will be subject to Business,
Professional and Occupaticnal License (BPOL) taxes while operating
i1legally unbeknownsi Lo the inspectors of the Zoning Enforcement Branch.

REQUEST FOR CERTIFICATE Q PRECIATION
10 BE PRESENTED TO AREA BUSINESOES FOR
PROGRAM (TAPE 5)

Supervisor Bulova briefed Board Members on 1Llhis year's successful
Halloween "Witch Watch" Program initiated by George Mason University
(GMU) "studenis. She siated that approximateiy 1,000 GMU siudents
participated in the program by spending Halloween night looking out for
1itlle "trick or 1irealers" 1in the neighhorhoods near GMU. Area
businesses helped by donating "Witch Watch" T-shirts.

Supervisor Bulova asked unanimous consent that the Board direct staff to
prepare Certificates of Appreciation for presentation before the Board
of Supervisors to Nicole LaRock, Coordinator, and other "Witch Watchers"
commending them for their outstanding efforts. Without objection, it
was s0 ordered.

REQUEST FOR FUNDING FROM THE STATE FOR SIDEWALK,
CURB AND GUTTER. AND ROAD REPAIRS IN FAIRFAX
COUNTY (TAPE 5)

Supervisor Bulova referred to Supervisor Hyland's Board Matter several
weeks ago concerning a situation on Llookout Court where residents
disagreed with State maintenance money being spent on curb, gutter, and
sidewalk vrepairs instead of it being spent Lo repair the streets.
Because +the streets in the Lookout Court situation required more
immediale atiention than the sidewalks, she stated that she had no
abjection to bringing the matier to Secretary of Transporiation John
Milliken's atiention.

Supervisor Bulova stated that it 1is the Virginia Department of
Transporiation's (VDOT) current praclice to make sidewalk repairs prior
1o repaving ihe streei because it results in a nealer, final appearance
{the concrete work would permanently stain the new asphalt if those
repairs are done first). She stated that she agrees with V¥DOT's current
practice of sidewalk repairs before streets - all things being equal.
She slated that her office receives numercus complaints concerning
broken sidewalks and the need for repairs. The State budget for
sidewalk repair is extremely limited and she stated that she would not
want Secretary Milliken to get the impression from the Board's action on
Lookout Court that Fairfax Counly discourages the expenditure of
maintenance money for the replacement of deteriorating sidewalks.
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Accordingly, Supervisor Bulova asked unanimous consent that the Board
direct staff to prepare a letter informing Secretary Milliken how
urgenily Fairfax Counly needs funding for sidewalk, curb, guttier, and
read repairs. In addilion, she stated ihat Fairfax County expecls Vv0OT
to make informed judgment calls when deciding which repairs to conduct
firsi. Withoul objection, it was so ordered.

Supervisor Bulova called to the Board's attention Information Ifem
Five - Phase One PJan Actions on Transpeortation Plan contained in the
Board's Package from its meeting of Jctober 29, 1990 and subsequently
deferred. She stated that the ltem had included verbatim transcripls
{from the Board of Supervisors' meeling held on August 6, 1390 regarding
the Proposed Policy Plan in an atiempt to clarify the Board's action on
ihe Lransportalion element.

Supervisor Buleva dislributed to Board Members excerpts {from the
verbatim of the Board's discussion entilled, ™"Phase I Aclions on
Transportation Plan," clearly indicaling Llhal the Board's intent had
been to adopt the Transportation Plan IN CONCEPT, with finat adopiion
subject to Phase II Task Force review and public hearings,

So thati there is no confusion regarding the Board's action of August 6,
1990 regarding the transporiation elemeni, Supervisor Bulova moved thai
the Board amend Informaltion Item Five from the QOctober 29, 7990 Board
Package as follows:

[ The Board adopted Pari 1 of the Phase I
Plan. This 1is ithe section that deals with
policies and includes a  goal for
transportation level of service D;

] The Board adopted Part II of the Phase [
Plan in_concept. This component of the
Plan addresses the Land Classification
System;

* The Board adopted several specific motions
dealing with level of service guidance and
with specific changes to the proposed
iransportation map; and

) The Board discussed the likelihood of
adoptling additional changes Lo  the
Transportation Plan map  during the
Phase Il Plan Review process and ADOPTED
THE TRANSPORTATION MAP IN_CONCEPT, WITH
FINAL ADOPTION SUBJECT TG AND FOLLOWING
PHASE II TASK FORCE REVIEW AND PUBLIC

HEARINGS BEFORE THE PLANNING COMMISSION
AND BDARD OF SUPERVISORS.
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In view of the foregoing, staff will utilize the
exisling transportation map as guidance in reviewing
development applications until such tTime as a new
Plan 1is duly adopted by the Board. Staff will
further distribute copies of the proposed new map,
as amended, with a nole reading as follows:

® "A new Transportation Pian was adopted IN
CONCEPT by the Board of Supervisors on
August 6, 1993, The Plan will be subject
to additional review and may be amended in
conjunction with Phase 11 of the Plan
Review Process."

Chairman Moore relinquished the Chair to Vice-Chairman Pennino and asked
that the motion be amended as fallows:

® "The Transportation Plan was adopted by
the Board of Supervisors on August 6,
1990, wilh the understanding that the Plan
would be subject to additional review and
mighl be amended 1in conjunction with
Phase 11 of the Plan Review Process."

Following Board discussion, with input from Anthony H. Griffin, Deputy
Counity Executive for Planning and ©Development, Supervisor Bulova's
motion was jointly seconded by Supervisor Davis and Supervisor Richards
and carried by a recorded vote of seven, Chairman Moore voiting *NAY,"”
Supervisor Alexander being absent.

NDATION TO GIANT FOOD STORES FOR
QUTSTANDING ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAMS (TAPE 5)

Supervisor Pennino stated that on several occasions she has expressed
her concerns that most grocery stores were offering both paper bags and
plastic bags (which are not biodegradable) and she has suggested that
grocery stores offer reusabie grocery sacks similar to those used in
Europe. She announced that it has been recently called to her attention
that Giant Food Stores now collect plastic bags for recycling and plans
to offer customers the opportunity to buy reuysable grocery sacks in the
near future. In addition to these twe programs, she stated that Giant
Food Stores has also initiated several other environmental programs.

Supervisor Pennino asked unanimous conseni that the Board direct staff
Lo prepare a lelter, for the Chairman’s signature, commending Gianl Food
Stores for initiating these outstanding environmenial programs. Withoul
abjeclion, it was so0 ordered,
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PARKS” (TAPE 5)

Supervisor Pennino called to the Board's attention that Fairfax County
is beginning to experience problems with parking at neighborhood
"Walk-Up Parks." She stated that staff has been working on draft
language for prcoposed amendments to the Code of the County of Fairfax teo
resclve this problem. She asked unanimous censent that the Board direct
staff to give priority teo compieting the draft langquage so that public
hearings before the Planning Commission and Board of Supervisors on the
proposed amendments can be conducted prior to January 1, 7991. Without
objection, it was so ordered.

Supervisor Pennino referred Lo her Board Malters at the Board of
Supervisors' meeting held en ODclober 29, 1990 where she had raised
concerns regarding a pending 456 applicalion for the Hunier Velley Fire
and Rescue Sialion proposed Lo be Tocated al 2347 Hunter Mi1l Road.

possible sites.
