He said that their skills and compassion are beyond anything
imaginable; they smell death, and yet they still go searching under very dangerous
circumstances. They succeed in locating victims even while earthquake after
shocks are occurring. The task is always the same: daunting, risky, sad, and
joyous. The Fairfax County Urban Search and Rescue Team is remarkably well
trained and is willing to demonstrate to the general public what is typically done
in a search and rescue mission.

Therefore, Supervisor Hyland asked unanimous consent that the Board direct staff
to invite the Urban Search and Rescue Team to demonstrate a search and rescue
mission during the Celebrate Fairfax event and at the Fall Festival in 2000.

CENTREVILLE HIGH SCHOOL WINS REGIONAL FOOTBALL
CHAMPIONSHIP (Tape 6)

Supervisor Frey announced that Centreville High School defeated Lake Braddock
Secondary School by a score of 21-17 to win the Northern Region Championship.
As a result of a wager on this game, Supervisor Bulova would be treating
Supervisor Frey to lunch.

LIFESAVING ACT AT TERRASET ELEMENTARY SCHOOL (Tape 6)

Supervisor Dix reported on a recent lifesaving action by two teachers and the
clinic nurse at Terraset Elementary School. Ms. Ellen Lopez, a substitute teacher,
had collapsed and was unconscious when clinic nurse Gladelle Hardenbergh and
teachers Ms. Cheryl Reames and Ms. Marylou Sybert responded to the emergency
situation and began CPR. Because of their efforts, Ms. Lopez was revived prior
to the arrival of paramedics and, following several subsequent surgeries, she has
recovered.

Because of this heroic act, Supervisor Dix asked unanimous consent that the
Board direct staff to:
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® Invite Ms. Hardenbergh, Ms. Reames, Ms. Sybert, and
representatives of Terraset Elementary School to appear before the
Board on December 6, 1999.

® Prepare an appropriate Certificate of Appreciation.
Without objection, it was so ordered.

TASK FORCE ON REGIONAL WATER SUPPLY ISSUES (Tape 6)

Supervisor Dix stated that he and Supervisor Gross served on the Council of
Governments (COG) Task Force on Regional Water Supply Issues. He said that
the COG Board of Directors recently adopted a resolution that supports
recommendations from the task force. He, along with the director of
environmental programs in Montgomery County, Maryland, authored a set of
recommendations on a region-wide approach on how to notify the public and how
area local governments should proceed should another water situation similar to
the one experienced this past summer occur again. He asked unanimous consent
that the Board direct staff to share this information with the Board.

Supervisor Dix also acknowledged and expressed appreciation to the Water
Authority for its leadership and planning. He noted that the County's water
supply was never at risk this past summer and could always meet the demand.
Without objection, the request was so ordered.

A brief discussion ensued.

RESTON 2000 TASK FORCE (Tape 6)

Supervisor Dix reported that the Reston 2000 Task Force has now completed its
mission.  This citizen task force sought and received community input to
determine the desired future of the community.

Supervisor Dix asked unanimous consent that the Board direct staff to invite the
chairman, the two co-chairs, and the chairman of each of the respective seven
committees to appear before the Board on December 6, 1999, to be recognized for
their extraordinary effort over the past two years. He also stated that he would
share a copy of the report with Members of the Board. Without objection, it was
so ordered.

CATS (Tape 6)

(NOTE: Earlier in the meeting, Supervisor Gross presented a Board Matter
regarding feral cats. See Clerk’s Summary Item CL#25.)
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With tongue-in-cheek, and with a reference to a Board Matter on feral cats,
Supervisor McConnell sent out a message to her cats Puffy, Squeaker, Flippin,
Dusty, and Pixie that they will not be arrested for going out in the yard.

SCHOOL STREET AREA OUT-OF-TURN PLAN AMENDMENT (Tape 6)

Supervisor Bulova stated that for several years representatives of the County,
Schools, City of Fairfax, and George Mason University (GMU) have been
working together to shape the redevelopment of the School Street area. This area
is located east of Route 123 between the city and GMU and includes the Eleven
Oaks School, which is used for administrative offices and school bus parking.

Supervisor Bulova said that in 1997, the Board approved a Comprehensive Plan
amendment that incorporated a redevelopment option into the Plan. This option
allows for the consideration of mixed-use development to include residential use
at 12-16 dwellings units per acre (du/ac) and a hotel and conference center with
support retail use if the entire area, including the school site, is consolidated for
redevelopment. To date, efforts at finding an alternative school bus parking area
and consolidating the school property have been unsuccessful.

To provide incentives for less than full consolidation of the parcels,
Supervisor Bulova moved that the Board authorize an Out-of-Turn Plan
Amendment for the area east of Route 123 between the City of Fairfax and GMU.
She said that this proposed amendment should consider restoring the option for
residential use at 8-12 du/ac with conditions related to parcel consolidation,
transportation access, and urban design. This option would be in addition to the
mixed-use and higher density residential options that are available with the full
consolidation of the area. Supervisor McConnell seconded the motion.

Following discussion, Supervisor Connolly asked unanimous consent that the
Board direct staff to add discussion of the Krasnow property to the agenda of the
next City/County Committee meeting. Without objection, it was so ordered.

The question was called on the motion, which carried by unanimous vote.

LAKE BRADDOCK SECONDARY SCHOOL FOOTBALL COACH TO
RETIRE (Tape 6)

Supervisor Bulova announced that Francis Dall, football coach at Lake Braddock
Secondary School will be retiring after 11 years. She asked unanimous consent
that the Board direct staff to invite Mr. Dall to appear before the Board to be
thanked and recognized for his years of service. Without objection, it was so
ordered.
